TECHNICAL INFORMATION

Getting there - From the Singleton Visitor Information & Enterprise Centre travel north over the Singleton Crossing Bridge. At the traffic
lights approximately 0.5 km past the bridge turn right into Bridgman Road. Travel along Bridgman Road which leads onto Carrowbrook Road
for 35 km. A turn off to the left 27 km out will lead you to the Glennies Creek Dam wall or continuing another 8 km you will reach the

St Lake Clair recreation reserve and boat ramp.

The lake is up to 16 kilometres long and has a capacity of 283,000 million litres. When full the lake has a surface area of 1,540 hectares
or more than two thousand football fields.

The Gelnnies Creek Dam / Lake St Clair is approximately 40 km upstream from the junction of Glennies Creek and the Hunter River.

Species - Lake St Clair has been stocked with Bass, Golden and Sliver Perch and Catfish. The restocking of fish into the lake by the
New South Wales State Fisheries and local fishing clubs is ongoing.
